1. We identify a place where people

share common needs and vulnerabilities.

We work in small rural communities wit!
families facing similar problems.

2. Our aim is to strength the members
of these communities with the skills
necessary to exercise their most
basic rights.

3. We contact local organizations
already established in the area to work
in conjunction with us. They then
become our partners.

4. We make long-term commitments
to these communities which last
between 12 and 15 years. Our work plan
is updated annually and its progress

is reviewed every three years.

5. We work in collaboration with our local

partners to put our plans into action.

6. Poverty has many causes. This is why we

take an integrated territorial development

h approach and why our work plans
encompass a wide range of projects.

7. We empower people and communities
to play an active part in their own
development. We strengthen their skills
and create an enabling environment,
thus allowing them to build a better
future for themselves.

. We continually measure and evaluate
our progress until our goals in areas
including, education, food security,
healthcare and the generation of income,
are achieved.

9. We aim to make these communities
self-sufficient. We withdraw from the
area once we are confident that this
has been achieved.
